	Value: RESPECT
	Context: All School Areas.

	Expectation: I use all seating appropriately

	Introduction: 
-Brainstorm different types of seating we have around the school. (classroom chairs, teacher chairs, library, silver seats, wooden benches etc.)
-Have children explain why we have different types of seats (for different purposes/people’s needs) and how we should use these.



	Teacher Model 

Explain that inappropriate means to do things the wrong way. Ask how we could use chairs inappropriately i.e. swinging/standing on them, pushing shoving people on them, leaving them untucked, using someone else’s  without asking, and what the consequences on each of these actions might be.

	Peer Demonstration:
-Have 3 students line their chairs up in a row to form a ‘bench’ they should be sitting and waiting patiently for assembly. Another student shoves the students sitting along so he/she can fit. Hypothesise about what might happen, then carefully have the student demonstrate,

- Have some students come down to the floor to have a ‘maths’ lesson. Ask one student to sit in the teachers chair without asking permission. Ask the students what might happen? How would the other kids feel? How would the teacher feel?
- have the whole class stand up and leave their chair out then have them move around the classroom as they would in a normal session i.e. walking to and from computers, the teacher’s desk, marking tray etc. Ask them how it felt having to dodge the chairs around the room, and what the consequences of leaving chairs untucked might be.



	Discuss: 
Highlight that chairs are part of the school property and using them inappropriately doesn’t show respect for the school, your own and other’s safety, and the feeling of the person who uses that chair.


	Review: monitor the use of chairs in and out of the classroom, and remind students that tucking in chairs and using them appropriately shows respect to others
